	Time Allocation of Different Learning Activities

	Steps ( 9 lessons)
1. To introduce different parts of tree accompanied with new adjectives( e.g. broad leaves)

2. To talk about some facts about trees and their importance to people
3. To ask and help pupils to find out more information about trees with a search engine on the Internet. Some specific tasks like”Find the biggest and oldest trees in the Hong Kong/in the world” will be set to pupils

4. To teach the poem – Trees
5. To ask pupils to talk and write about the tree they have grown or a special tree in their neighbourhood
