	Text type---description of a character’s eating habits

Voca./lang. Items & communicative functions:

- use determiners to express indefinite quantities

- ask ‘How’ questions to find out quantity

- use adverbs to express frequency

- use nouns to refer to quantity and units

Lang. Skills:

- listen for specific information

- maintain an interaction by asking and answering questions

- read in meaningful chunks

- skim a text to obtain a general impression and the main ideas

- use visual clues, context and knowledge to work out the meaning of unknown words and complete expressions

- write out a piece of work by presenting writing using appropriate layout and visual support including illustrations

- plan and organize information and ideas by deciding on the sequence of content
